He taught himself to read when he was four
with the incidental aid of atwelve-years-older brother, and was tackling Mark Twain and Jules Verne by
five. Heisagraduate of The Citadel, the Military College of South Carolina, with a degreein physics. He
served two toursin Vietnam with the U.S. Army; among his decorations are the Distinguished Flying Cross
with bronze oak leaf cluster, the Bronze Star with "V" and bronze oak leaf cluster, and two Vietnamese
Gallantry Crosses with palm. A history buff, he has also written dance and theater criticism and enjoyed the
outdoor sports of hunting, fishing, and sailing, and the indoor sports of poker, chess, pool, and pipe
collecting.
