He was ten when he was sent to areformatory for stealing; thereafter he
spent time in the prisons of nearly every country he visited in thirty years of prowling through the European
underworld. With ten convictions for theft in France to his credit he was, the eleventh time, condemned to
lifeimprisonment. Eventually he was granted a pardon by President Auriol as aresult of appealsfrom
France's leading artists and writers led by Jean Cocteau.$$$His first novel, Our Lady of the Flowers, was
written while he was in prison, followed by Miracle of the Rose, the autobiographical The Thief's Journal,
Querelle of Brest and Funeral Rites.
