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Although essentially a new book inits own right, Basil Davidson¢s survey of West Africa before the
European colonial annexations of the mid-nineteenth century takes asits starting point his earlier book, A
History of West Africa 1000-1800 (written in association with F.K. Buah and J.F.A. Ajayi), which was
originally published in 1965. That was written primarily for readersin West Africaitself, and proved
immensely popular, with salestotalling almost half amillion copies. Now, Basil Davidson has rewritten,
updated and expanded it, entirely reconceiving the eralier work specifically for readers outside Africa- to
whom the richness and variety of the societies of pre-colonial West Africaare likely to be almost wholly
unfamiliar.

Such readers could have no more clear or communicative a guide than Professor Davidson, who writes here
with his customary warmth and vigour. He surveys the development and history of the peoples and empires
of West Africafrom earliest times (though the detailed treatment begins, as before, ¢.1000 AD) through to
the mid-nineteenth century, when European colonia ambitions in Africa put atemporary end to the story.

West Africa, of course, isavast area, covering agreat range of climates and conditions (from the Saharato
the equatorial jungles of the south), and an equal range of peoples and cultures. It isnot asingle story that
Basil Davidson hasto tell, therefore, but many interlocking and overlapping stories. To that end, he provides
narrative accounts of the key empires and cultures of West Africa, but sets them in their broader general
context, asilluminated by the findings of both historians and anthropol ogists.

The text isrichly provided with maps throughout, and a number of halftones bear witness to the wealth and
sophistication of some of these societies.

Theresult isan impressive and vivid introduction to aregion, and atime, still strangely neglected by the
outer world. And yet it is a story than has wide resonances in that larger sphere - for West Africawas one of
the key centres of the Slave Trade, and alarge part of the populations of the African diasporain the USA, the
Caribbean and Latin America derive ultimately from the region. These are their roots, and thisis their
history. The many admirers of Basil Davidson¢s parallel volume on Modern Africa: A Socia and Political



History , also published by Longman (Third Edition, 1994) will not be disappointed.
